1	Apologies for Absence.

2	Declarations of Interest

It was RESOLVED the minutes were a true record of the meeting.
4	Matters Arising.	
There were no matters arising.
5	Policing Matters
The Clerk was asked to invite the local PCSO and PC to the September meeting and ask if a Police Inspector could be present as well.
A list of subjects for discussion was compiled.
It was reported that there had been incidents of broken glass at the Muga and Mrs Jones said CHAOSS were waiting for a quotation for CCTV cameras to cover the area.

15	Grass Cutting
Mrs Price said the grass at the hall had been cut by volunteers because of complaints from residents.
Mowing at the BMX track was also discussed, and the Chairman confirmed that the BMX was the responsibility of CHAOSS.  It was agreed that CHAOSS would meet with the Friends of Seven Sisters to transfer the BMX lease to them.
The Clerk was asked to check with the insurance company as to whether volunteers were covered for mowing in the village.
6	Community Hall and CHAOSS 
	As the notice period was now complete, the Clerk was asked to advertise for 2 x part time hall co-ordinators and to check if the hours had been reduced to 30 when the budget was discussed.
	Mr Davies said the new members of CHAOSS were working well.
	The Chairman had circulated examples of policies and procedures and said he would forward another one for discussion at the next meeting.
7	Recreation Ground
Mrs Jones asked who was responsible for emptying the bins at the recreation ground.
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8	Brynbedd Cemetery 
The Chairman said the person who had requested to sell a cremation plot had withdrawn interest when being told it must be sold at the purchase price.
He said the rates tribunal hearing had been postponed but there had been a proposal to reduce the rateable value from £2800 to £1625, backdated to 1st April 2017.
Mrs Jones asked how often the grass was cut at the cemetery and the Chairman said every month.

Mr Francis was not present, and the Chairman said he would speak to him regarding this matter.
